As a pro bono volunteer, I consult various NGOs, LSGs, Executive Government
institutions as well as other bodies on volunteerism, volunteer engagement &
management, and youth engagement. Particularly, in 2021-2022, I have worked
closely with Lviv City Council and network of youth spaces ‘Tvory!’ to prepare
Lviv’s application for the ‘European Youth Capital’ title. In 2022 the title was won,
with a big part of the application being on the development of volunteerism across
the municipality.

In 2022 I have been Awarded
with the ‘Golden Heart’ Award
issued by the President of
Ukraine. It is the state award of
Ukraine, which was established
in order to recognize the
significant contribution of
volunteers and those who
develop the volunteer
movement, in particular during
the implementation of measures
to ensure the defense of Ukraine.

In 2024 I have been awarded
with the The Prize of the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine for
special achievements of youth in
the development of Ukraine.

2020 – present time Trainer of Volunteer Management
Training on Volunteer Management is a 3-day program for volunteer coordinators
and those, who involve volunteers in their activities. The training aims to give the
participants skills and knowledge on how to build their volunteer programs
effectively.

2023 – present time National Expert on Volunteerism
As an expert of the program, I create and conduct educational online programs
for the local self-government officials in the sphere of volunteerism, youth
engagement and volunteer management, including the details on the judicial side
and the authorities of LSGs. Over 300 communities have taken part. 

2019 – present time Trainer of Youth Leadership programs 
I train volunteering and volunteer management, as well as team-work in various
youth programs, such as the ‘Agents of Volunteering’, ‘School Lesson of
Volunteering’, ‘Zhovtoserdechni’, ‘School of Volunteerism’ and others.
